From 6/7/04 to 9/12/05, 5,195 Hmong have resettled in California. An additional ~500 are expected.
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TB and MDR-TB cases will continue to develop throughout the lives of the ~5,700 Hmong refugees to
resettle in California; public health efforts will not have prevented all future cases.
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
